Bruce Crair is the Senior Vice President, Broadband Operations for Boingo Wireless (NASDAQ:WIFI), responsible for the implementation and operation of Boingo’s WiFi and wireless IPTV business on U.S. government installations worldwide.  He has lead that business from less than $1MM in revenue to over $16MM in revenue in less than two years, making it the fastest-growing business segment at the company.  Prior to this position, Bruce was the COO of Endeka Wireless, helping to first build and grow that business, then sell it to Boingo Wireless. 
Prior to Boingo Wireless, Bruce was President/Chief Operating Officer of Local.com (NASDAQ:LOCM).  At Local.com, he spearheaded the turnaround of the company and lead it from $14MM in revenue to $84MM in five years (50% CAGR).  Prior to Local.com, Bruce was Co-Founder and Chief Operating Officer of ZeroDegrees, Inc, where he led the company from startup through its sale to InterActiveCorp. (NASDAQ:IACI).  Before ZeroDegrees, Bruce was the President and Chief Operating Officer of eVoice, Inc., an integrated IP telephony services company, where he led the company from start-up to more than 1.8MM customers in two years, culminating in the sale of the company to AOL. 

Prior to eVoice, Bruce was President and Founder of Sprint PCS/Cox Communications PCS, L.P. where he successfully built the wireless voice communications company from inception to a leadership position in the PCS/cellular market.  During his three years overseeing the business, revenues grew to over $200 million per year (run-rate) and the number of employees expanded to over 1100.
